· Papers should be between 5,000 and 8,000 words in length, including tables, figures, and references. 
· The body of the papers should follow the following structure: Background, Aims, Methods, Results, Discussion, Contributions and Implications, Key References. 
· Paper should be submitted in Microsoft Word or PDF.

Please submit your paper through the conference platform (all full papers submitted through the platform by eligible scholars will be considered for the awards)
Evaluation
· The awards will be announced at the conference.
· The jury will be formed by the conference organizers in cooperation with the ICA-CCR, the PortailCoop team of IICADD, and selected members of the conference scientific board, ensuring an impartial evaluation without conflicts of interest.
